UNILATERAL CONFIDENTIALITY COMMITMENT
JTEKT Europe, a company organized and existing under the laws of France, with capital of
116 362 830 Euros, with its registered office at Rue du Broteau, Zone Industrielle, 69540 IRIGNY, France, bearing the No 967 505 967 RCS Lyon, and its Affiliates, that is to say all present or future entity directly or indirectly controlled by JTEKT Europe, which directly controls JTEKT Europe or which is directly under the same control as JTEKT Europe, hereinafter collectively referred to as «JTEKT»,
will be led to disclose various kinds of information to:

Now therefore, the Parties agree as follows:

Article 1 – PURPOSE OF THE COMMITMENT
The purpose of this commitment (hereafter called the “Commitment”) is to lay down the conditions under which the Contracting Party undertakes to protect and use the Confidential Information disclosed by JTEKT in the frame of the Realization defined in the preamble.

Article 2 – Definition of the Confidential Information
2.1 – Is protected by the present Commitment:
Any information (notably technical, commercial or economic) received by the Contracting Party from JTEKT and/or obtained from JTEKT under any form (especially plan, algorithm, samples, know how, software…) and through any medium (notably oral, written, computerized, telematic or during visits of premises…) in the scope of the Realization described under the article 1 of the Commitment. The said information is referred to as the “Confidential Information”.

2.2 – Shall not be considered as a Confidential Information, the information for which the Contracting Party shall prove that:
· the information was already in its possession before the information was released by JTEKT, or
· on the effective date of the communication the information is or will subsequently become publicly known, except if the said Contracting Party caused the disclosure by its fault or its negligence, or
· the information has been received from a third party entitled to disclose it.

Article 3 – Protection of the Confidential Information
The Contracting Party undertakes:

· to maintain the Confidential Information in strict confidence,

· to disclose the Confidential Information only to its staff who really needs to know it. Furthermore, the Contracting Party shall warrant that its staff shall comply with the provisions of the Commitment.

· not to disclose the Confidential Information to any third party without the prior written consent of JTEKT. However should the disclosure be authorized, the Contracting Party shall warrant that the third party shall comply with the provisions of the Commitment.

to maintain under its control all the Confidential Information and to return it (all copies included) at JTEKT's first request. 

Besides, the Contracting Party is notably prohibited from making, on the occasion of its visits or contacts in the premises of JTEKT, photos or films or visual or sound or magnetic recordings on any aids or media, without the prior written consent of JTEKT.

Article 4 - Property and use of the Confidential Information
The Confidential Information shall remain the exclusive ownership of JTEKT. The disclosure of the Confidential Information to the Contracting Party shall not grant any property right or license on the Confidential Information to the Contracting Party. This Commitment does not entail any right for the Contracting Party to use or make use of the Confidential Information outside of the framework of the Realization described under article 1 of the Commitment. JTEKT shall have the property of any result, information, conclusion and data obtained within the framework of the Realization described under article 1 of the Commitment.

Article 5 - Liability
The Contracting Party is liable towards JTEKT for any loss or damage arising or resulting from the non-performance of its contractual obligations.

Article 6 - Duration
The Commitment comes into force and is effective from [starting date of the Commitment] for [duration of the Commitment]. However, the confidentiality commitments defined under article 3 of the Commitment shall remain in force during five (5) years after the termination of the Commitment.

Article 7 – Disputes Settlement
The present Commitment shall be exclusively governed by and construed in accordance with the French law. Any dispute relating to the performance or to the interpretation of the Commitment which could not be amicably settled between the Parties shall be finally settled by the Lyon Courts.
